My first six months in the role and still learning.

Key issues and challenges-

Defining the role
 – this is still evolving. It has moved from CIPP commissioner, to schedule organizer, to incoming tours and tournament approval. Will admit this is stretching to do this and run my business. 

CIPP 
– walked straight into this one with a number of issues. The new electronic system of the USARU could not cope with the number of registrations, transfer between clubs and status. Despite advice to the contrary at last FRU meeting some clubs still used snail mail leading the first 3 weeks to complete chaos.

Learning – electronic filing only no excuses. 
Player Status – a number of points

- Players MUST be registered before taking the park. No “I sent it in to USARU” – it takes an hour! Unregistered player = forfeit.
- Club transfers and transfers from college to men’s take time to research allow 2 weeks.

- 4 overseas players on the park 1 on the bench. Recommend status included with CIPP application to avoid doubt – you need to provide proof.

- If you have eligibility doubts then play under protest.

Implications – some teams will not be able to fulfill eligibility rules. 

Tournaments

Applications are coming in far too late. FRU by laws state l applications be in by October 1 of the previous year. This is so we can plan schedules and resources.
Going forward, no exceptions – get it in by October 1 or no tournament.

Tours

Ditto as tournaments. All last minute again, leading to ref issues and fixture issues.. Law is 3 months in advance for incoming – again no exceptions.
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
