We held a very well attended referee course at Eckerd College on September 8th.

We sent one referee to the IRB Level 1 course in July .

Gerry Fitzgerald attended the IRB Referee Education Officer and Referee Development Officer Training Course in Chicago in August and is now fully certified.

In the fall season, a sudden spike in player send offs was noted. The fundamental root causes were identified in discussion with the FRRA and the FRU and a plan was set in motion to reverse the trend by a process of two way feed back.
