Women’s Report

Senior Play: Overall, a better season than Fall ’07 -- less cancellations and forfeits, more games played. Still some issues with far north teams playing south teams.

 

South Qualifiers: After two round robin weekends of play, Miami Women and Orlando Women will represent FRU at 2008 South Championships October 4/5 in Memphis, TN.

 

Collegiates: UF and UCF qualified to represent FRU at the DI Women’s South Championships on March 29th. UCF lost to Clemson in Round one, while UF held University of North Carolina scoreless, beating them 29 -0.  On Sunday, UF beat Clemson 12 – 5, taking home the South title and moving up to the next  round of play.   

 

South Senior Women’s All-Stars:  11 Florida women were selected and represented FRU as part of the South team at the National All-Star Championships in Pittsburgh in June. That’s HALF the 22-woman roster that travelled to NASC. In general, FRU was strongly represented at two All-Star camps held between Dec - March, and also had 14 players selected to attend a pre-NASC event in Raleigh.  The squad is managed by FRU’s Raelyn Barlow, with FRU’s Lisa O’Donnell as Head Physio for South Women. Summary: Florida Women are a key part of the South All-Star development program!

 

South U23 All-Stars: 10 Florida Women were selected and represented FRU as part of the U23 South All-Star team for NASC.  The team is coached by FRU’s Raoul Besse/Orlando. FRU was strongly represented at two All-Star camps held between Dec - March, with approximately half the attendees at each event coming from FL.

 

Elite Performance Squad: Orlando’s Lindsay Stephenson was named to the 2008 Elite Performance Squad. (and was the only FL and only South player selected).     

 

Assistant Women's Director: Fort Lauderdale's Stephanie Webster is coming on board in Fall 2008 to assist and help grow Women's Rugby in Florida.
