As reported by the referee following the FYRU league game between the Tampa Sharks and the Naples Bears, on 2/6/2010, both teams benches entered the pitch to pursue an ongoing fight on the field of play. The group consisted of both reserve players and spectators.
Decision:
Entering the field of play without the consent of the referee is not only forbidden as a Code of Conduct violation but also a safety hazard to players and the referee. While the proper safety barriers were in place, the failure to show discipline as a club is the responsibility of the club and coaches. This type of lack of respect for the game of rugby and the participants on the field can not be tolerated in any way.
