Incident: 
As reported by the referee, around the 28th minute of the first half, Naples player Paul Dunbar #6 was observed striking an opposing player in the face twice with a closed fist with intent to injure. For this Paul Dunbar was given a Red Card.

Decision:
The offender was red-carded for punching in violation of the FYRU and FRU Disciplinary Regulations and Procedures. This “Major Physical Offense” carries a mandatory suspension 2-6 weeks or 2-6 regularly scheduled matches, whichever is longer, barring any mitigating circumstances. Additionally, should the strikes be to the head, the mandatory suspension is increased to 3-12 weeks or 3-12 regularly scheduled matches. In addition to that, if in the mind of the referee the actions were delivered with the intent to injure, the mandatory suspension is increased by and additional 6-8 weeks or 6-8 regularly scheduled matches. It is clear the offender punched the opponents head with the intent to injure. The fact that this is the offenders first offense warrants  the imposition of the minimum of  (9) weeks or (9) regularly scheduled matches, whichever is longer. 

Sanction:
The offender shall be suspended from play for the period of  nine (9) weeks or nine (9) regularly scheduled matches, whichever is longer.
Be advised, if you should choose to appeal the FYRU Disciplinary Decision such appeal MUST be made within 10 days of receipt of this notice. The appeal must be made to Jeff Oxenreider, Discipline Chairman, FYRU, with a copy of the appeal sent to Ray Campion, Director of Youth Rugby, FYRU.
