Incident: 
As seen on photographs and testimony of participants, Tampa Sharks player Trevor Loving #7, is seen fighting with an opposing player instigating the game ending brawl.
Decision:
The offender is seen on photos as a major participant in the fight that ended the game. Although this went undetected by the referee it is still considered “Undetected Foul Play” by USA guidelines. It is also a violation of the Code of Conduct of the FYRU. This is considered by this Discipline Chair as a “Minor Physical Offense” which requires a minimum suspension of 2-3 weeks or 2-3 regularly scheduled games. It is felt that if the referee had seen this a Red Card would have been issued. This is the offenders first offense so his suspension will be (2) weeks or (2) regularly scheduled games, whichever is longer. Mr. Loving must know this type of play is not acceptable and will not be tolerated. 
Sanction:
The offender shall be suspended from play for the period of  two (2) weeks or two (2) regularly scheduled matches, whichever is longer.
